The Australian Safari is coming to 

Western Australia. The event starts 

in Kununurra on August 24 and 

finishes in Perth on September 1.

The nine day safari will take place 

across approximately 5500 kilo-

metres of spectacular Western Aus-

tralian outback. It all begins in the 

Kimberly region at Kununurra, con-

tinuing through Fitzroy Crossing, on 

to Broome with the final checkpoint 

on the coast at Port Hedland.

The Australian Safari then plunges 

back into the wide open interior to 

the iron mining capital of Newman, 

continuing on to the Goldfields and 

the historic town of Kalgoorlie. The 

final homeward run is through the 

Wheatbelt and Avon Valley coming 

to a thrilling conclusion in the 

vibrant capital city of Perth. 

There is also an Australian Safari 

Adventure Tour, which is is an 

opportunity for adventure seekers 

who wish to be part of the event, 

but without the competitive compo-

nent. It’s a fully guided self-drive  

tour that weaves in and around the 

Australian Safari competition route.

Western Australia boasts some of the 
most spectacular landscapes in the 
world  and they are all accessible.

The Kimberley region – which was once 
an underwater island – is still peppered 
with prehistoric fish fossils. At the 
Purnululu National Park – home of the 
mighty Bungle Bungle range – you can 
marvel over mammoth, heritage-listed 
black and orange domes, which were 
formed over 20 million years ago.

You can also see a 350 million-year-
old fossilised reef at Windjana Gorge 
National Park, a thunderous white 
waterfall at Bell Gorge or an ancient 
coral reef at Geikie Gorge.

Meanwhile, at Karijini National Park, 
powerful rivers have carved towering 
gorges and secret canyons in the red 
earth – the area is teeming with water-
falls, rock pools and freshwater crocs.

Head for Mt Augustus, where you can 
view the world’s largest rock. At 750 
metres tall, it is visible for more than 
160 kilometres – and it is twice the size 
of Uluru/Ayers Rock.

Wave Rock is another Western 
Australian icon. At 14 metres high this 
imposing “wave-shaped” rock is more 
than 2,700-million-years-old and is a 
chameleon of changing colours.

Meanwhile, at another iconic landmark 
– the Pinnacles Desert – thousands of 
limestone pillars, believed to be at least 
6,000 years old, rise up to 3.5 metres 
tall from the shifting yellow sands.
